Guidelines for Clubs Hosting Go games Blitz

· Grass Length  - The grass length is of upmost importance, as the majority of the games will be played on the ground.

· Hosting teams will encourage a healthy eating policy and there is no need to provide travelling teams with “goodie bags”. Tea and coffee etc can be made available to parents and mentors if your club can provide this service.

· Referee Payment – A fee of €1 will be collected from each player by each club. Min payment from each club €10. This money will be given to hosting team, pooled and divided out to the referee’s on the day. (Referee’s can spend 4 hours out of their day at these blitz)

· Promote Fair Play. ( See fair pay statement in go games rules)

· Skill of the Month.  Hosting clubs will make travelling teams aware of the Skill which will be worth extra points on the day of  the blitz.  This Skill list will be made available to all clubs well in advance of Blitz.

· Emergency list available for clubs who may be able to travel to blitz at short notice. May help with clubs pulling out at short notice. ( please contact Bernie if  you would like to be included on this List)

· If clubs fall short on team numbers encourage them to travel. Girls will be divided out to other clubs on the day. (  Ie 2 players to each club)

· With regards to under 10 and the possibility of playing girls just over the age limit. This does not mean clubs can enter an under 11 team. This rule has been added to facilitate the player who has not reached the skill level to move on to u11. The player in questions SHOULD NOT dominate play and will only be allowed to play with the complete agreement of each team.  If you feel any club is abusing this rule or not playing to the ethos of the go games you can contact Bernie Kennedy Go Games Chairperson.
